Biographies

Nathan Ory

A psychologist registered in BC, Nathan Ory has 37 years of clinical experience working in inter-disciplinary
settings for children and adults with developmental disabilities and emotional/behavior disorders. He has spe-
cialized in supporting individuals with fetal alcohol and autism spectrum disorder, extremely challenging be-
havior, and/or diagnosis with a concurrent mental illness.

Nathan is an international speaker and has published the second edition of his book Working with People
with Challenging Behavior: A guide to maintaining positive relationships (2007). Nathan contributes ar-
ticles to the web site www.fasdconnections.ca and has short video training topics posted at
www.fasdoutreach.ca, eLearning modules (Creating a Positive Behavior Climate).

Vanessa Lapointe

Dr. Lapointe has been supporting families and children for 10 years. She has a special interest in advocating
for children in foster care, especially with regard to their mental health needs. Dr. Lapointe’s areas of expertise
include psycho-educational and developmental assessment of children, as well as counseling children of all
ages and supporting parents. Dr. Lapointe uses a variety of therapeutic approaches in her counseling work, in-
cluding play therapy, to help families and children with issues concerning parent/child attachment, parent/
family empowerment, as well as anxiety, behavioural and mood difficulties. Dr. Lapointe is also actively in-
volved in the provincial early childhood community through educational programming and through specific
community-based research initiatives. Dr. Lapointe is an invited professor as part of York University’s deliv-
ery of an Infant Mental Health Certification Program in British Columbia through the University of BC. Dr.
Lapointe also enjoys teaching seminars to a wide range of professionals and parents throughout British Colum-
bia, and consults with local and provincial organizations in a collaborative effort to improve outcomes for all
young children.

Shawn Carlow

Shawn is a 47 year old father of fifteen, ten adopted children with special needs ranging in age from 2—20.
Six of these children have positive FASD diagnoses, the other four are currently awaiting testing. Shawn’s
first adoption was nine years ago and those children are still living with him (ages 20 and 15). Shawn’s 20
year old graduated on the honor roll with an 1.Q. of 68. Shawn’s wife Debbie is a Behaviour Interventionist
and works with children on the Autism Spectrum. Shawn works as a Job Creation Program supervisor for the
Cowichan Lake Outdoor Education and Conference Centre.

Jan Lutke

Jan is the Clinical Research Manager for the Canada Northwest FASD Research Network, an inter-provincial
and territorial collaboration of the four western provincial and three northern territorial governments. She was
the founder and former director of the FAS Support Network of B.C. and is the founder and Senior Consultant
of FASD Connection, an organization dedicated to helping adolescents and adults with FASD and their fami-
lies. She currently sits on numerous provincial and national advisory committees with respect to FASD. She
facilitates, consults and advises on a wide range of projects, and chairs both of the bi-annual FASD confer-
ences (international and adult specific) held in Vancouver. She chaired the former FASD Provincial Consulta-
tion Group, co-wrote and instructs the two on-line FASD curricula of the Justice Institute of B.C., acts as advi-
sor to many different media projects and provides consultation services to a wide range of agencies, organiza-
tions, government bodies and individuals. She and her late husband have been foster and adoptive parents for
40 years, and have adopted 15 children with a diagnosis within FASD, currently ranging in age from 18—39.
With several of her adolescent and adult children, she provides small group clinical skills instruction on FASD
to all UBC second year medical students.

Biographies

Mary Harber-lles—BA, BSW, MSW

Mary has worked in a variety of areas during her social work career during the last 24 years. She has sup-
ported children, youth and their families in the context of child welfare, clinical work around sexual abuse,
healthy sexuality and children and youth with disabilities, parent support and youth addiction issues. She has
worked primarily in the area of health promotion and prevention for addiction issues. During the last 10 years
Mary has been teaching in the School of Social Work and Human Services at Thompson Rivers University.
She has developed curriculum for a 5 course certificate in the area of FASD/addiction at Thompson Rivers
University and was recently involved in working with a First Nations Community around the area of addiction
prevention supporting the community to develop action planning from a cultural context. In terms of using art
as context for change, Mary has initiated a number of “Re-constructing Barbie” body image workshops for
young women in the community, worked using art with youth with disabilities and is currently supporting the
development of a youth theatre group for transitioning youth with FASD. She has also presented both at Na-
tional and International conferences and has helped to initiate and sustain a community action group around
FASD prevention and continues to support community advocacy.

Dr R.J. Densmore

Rod is an adoptive father of a child who has FAS for 16 years. He has been a family doctor for 28 years. Rod
is passionate around FASD and is interested in helping reduce caregiver stress by understanding the reason
why kids do things at a brain biology level. He is currently developing the book FASD Relationships and
website: fasdrelationships.ca Further, he serves on the BC Provincial Government FASD Action Plan com-
mittee. Rod has both practical and professional knowledge that will aid in increasing others’ knowledge
around this brain based disability and provide a greater understanding to increase positive relationship out-
comes.

Judge Terry Shupe
Terry Shupe as been a Judge of the Provincial Court of B.C. since 1976. He is now semi-retired, sitting an av-

erage of one week per month, in all parts of the province, in all three divisions of law (Criminal, Family and
Civil Division.) Terry is an adoptive parent of two children impacted by FASD. He brings both professional
and personal experience with regard to the justice system and to individuals impacted by FASD. In his spare
time, Terry builds wooden toys for children in need, world wide. Most recently, he donated toys to orphanages
in Africa, provided Canadian soldiers with toys and literacy packets for Afghan children, and sent a shipment
of 300 toys for distribution in Nicaragua. For the past five years, he has chaired a committee which provides
tsunami relief to Tangalle, Sri Lanka. He has travelled to Sri Lanka some seven times, to volunteer his labour
in the rebuilding of homes and the construction of a trades-training centre. Terry is an avid fly fisher.

Jen McCoy

Jennifer McCoy is the biological mother of an 11 year old daughter, who has been diagnosed with Alcohol Re-
lated Neurodevelopmental Disorder (ARND). Jennifer began a journey of awareness and advocacy for her
daughter after her first year of sobriety. Jennifer graduated with a Human Service Diploma fro TRU in June
2009. and through her education, she received a practicum at the Family Tree Family Centre which led to a
position with the agency Through her employment, at the Family Tree Centre, she has been given the ability
to open a support program for biological mothers raising children with FASD. Jennifer is passionate about
supporting and reducing shame and blame around FASD for other biological mothers.

Theatre We Are......
Mary Harbor-Iles

This is a group of individuals with FASD and other disabilities who are working to raise community aware-
ness about FASD and highlight the strengths of individuals living with FASD. The group was formed based
on a summer project in Kamloops in collaboration with The Cowichan Valley FAS Society around inclusion.
The group has been meeting regularly to use drama to help increase self confidence, awareness, and have some
fun! The performance has been created by the individuals themselves and consists of three individual vi-
gnettes. Sit back and enjoy!

Keynote—Friday
Finding our Voices
Jennifer McCoy

Hello, my name is Jennifer McCoy. I am 38 years old and am the biological mother of an 11 year old daugh-
ter, who has been diagnosed with Alcohol Related Neurodevelopmental Disorder (ARND). My story of alco-
hol and drug abuse began at the age of 13 after | was sexually abused by a family friend. The friendship that I
had with both substances lasted 19 years, but through all of the trauma that I endured during my addiction, the
aftermath is what I deal with today. I began a journey of awareness and advocacy for my daughter after my
first year of sobriety. I knew I drank while I was pregnant and I knew in order to get her the help she needed I
had to speak my truth. Unfortunately, because my daughter appeared “normal” from the outside, I was ig-
nored. I was told my parenting was the reason for her behavior, I was told she needed counseling, I was told
she needed to be involved with more out of school activities and I was told that I shouldn’t worry about the
affects of my drinking; finally, after 4 4 years of a lonely and frustrating journey my daughter was diagnosed.
I believed, after the diagnosis, we were on our way to healing; however, the guilt and shame for hurting my
daughter began dominating my life and began to take over my existence. I could no longer function as a par-
ent, friend, daughter or sister. I withdrew and started feeling defeated. I knew I needed to begin to share my
story in order to forgive myself and quiet these feelings of shame and guilt. I am now on a journey of self-
discovery, sharing my story and my daughter’s story to give insight into a world of struggle, guilt, exhaustion,
frustration, wonderment, strength, courage, resiliency, and love. I wanted other biological mothers to have a
place to come and share their stories, their struggles and their feelings of guilt and shame, without fear of judg-
ment and blame. Through my employment, Family Tree Family Center, I have been given the ability to open
a support program for biological mothers. I know how lonely life is when you don’t have anyone who relates
to your struggles and feelings. My support group, Finding Our Voices, has given women from all walks of life
the opportunity to build relationships and know that they are not walking this journey alone.

Connections for Life: Understanding the essential role of attachment in the emotional
health and development of children with FASD

Vanessa Lapointe

The key to “growing” children who are emotionally healthy lies first and foremost in promoting rich and nur-
turing relationships between children and their caregivers. When children have strong, healthy, positive rela-
tionships with their caregivers, they are better able to manage their emotions, regulate their behaviour, and re-
late to the world around them. For children with FASD related diagnoses, the nurturing of that special attach-
ment relationship can be challenging. This workshop will focus on understanding the nature of those chal-
lenges, and on discussing key insights and strategies for working through those challenges. As part of this, we
will discuss the “language of attachment,” and what attachment “looks” like, all through the eyes of a child
with FASD. For indeed, it is through attachment that the true emotional health potential of children with
FASD is realized.



Workshop Descriptions

Fetal Alcohol Syndrome & the Justice System
Terry Shupe

In this session, participants will get a basic understanding of the court system and the parameters that the law-
yers and judges have to work within. Additionally, this session will look at what is happening in the legal sys-
tem in regard to Fetal Alcohol Syndrome and related conditions. The majority of individuals do not have a
confirmed diagnosis although it may be suspected. This creates difficulties in creating effective sentencing for
this population. Therefore, the justice system is working toward being proactive and delivering creative sen-
tencing. Participants will have the opportunity to work through real life scenarios and outcomes during this
interactive session.

FASD in the Classroom
Stan Dyck
This session will address research based challenges with proven strategies. We will explore how the symp-
toms of FASD present themselves in class settings, and explore effective interventions which will benefit both
the student and staff. We will review both regular class practices and special class options, for both elemen-
tary and secondary students.

Sexuality
Mary Harbor-Iles
Sexuality is more than the biology of sex. The importance of this topic is not only related to sexual safety and
the prevention of abuse, but related to the fact that people want to love and be loved and that relationships con-
tribute to the quality of life. People often learn about social norms and rules through experience yet we know
that children and youth with FASD do not read social cues well and often make mistakes and/or are set up to
make mistakes, for which they pay dearly. It is key that social skills are taught with regard to issues such as
boundaries, decision making, the difference between public and private and that those individuals with FASD
have access to support in order to navigate the world of relationships, stay safe and feel loved.

This workshop will explore the issues related to sexuality beyond the biology of sex and hygiene. We will
have an opportunity to examine values and beliefs, systems and messages that individuals with FASD have to
contend with. Participants will also have an opportunity to utilize various strategies for teaching concepts in
ways that encourage learning for individuals with FASD who learn more kinetically and concretely.

Understanding Brain-based Behaviour Disorder
Nathan Ory
How to sort out developmental brain dysfunction in FASD from everything else. How to set priorities for in-
tervention and treatment planning.

Trouble with Transitions and “stuck” Behaviour in Persons with FASD
Nathan Ory
How to use structure to overcome resistance and assist transitions. How to maintain a trusting relationship
while assisting a person who is capable in some areas but dependent in others.

FASD—Creating Success through Structure and Routines
Shawn Carlow

Structure and routine are two of the most effective ways to support individuals impacted by FASD. In this ses-
sion individuals will look at getting to know an individual through their strengths and non-strengths, building
success and avoiding unnecessary failures, using structure for success and implementing routines effectively.
Participants will also explore how to build and use a support network, work with and educate professionals,
schools and the community in childhood as well as during the transition to adulthood. This session will be ex-
ceptionally useful to parents, teachers and professionals working directly with individuals impacted by FASD.



Workshop Descriptions

Caregiver Panel Session
No one understands a child like a parent does and no one understands the true experience of loving, supporting
and advocating for a child impacted by FASD like a parent does. In this session, a panel of caregivers
(biological, foster, adoptive, grandparents) will speak about their successes and struggles while caring for chil-
dren and youth impacted by FASD. This session will make you laugh, cry and increase your understanding of
the parenting experience.

Story Time

Faye Burles
Much has been written for parents and professionals on the subject of FASD. But, there are not many books
that are suitable for children or adolescents, to assist students in understanding their disorder, or the disorder of
a classmate.

This 30-minute presentation will offer examples of books written for children on the theme of FASD as well as
other disabilities. It will be presented in the form of a book talk—with brief readings from several examples of
good children’s literature.

Genetics: The Impact on FASD and Sensory Processing

How can Understanding Genetics and Sensory Processing Help Caregivers with Their Kids?
Let’s talk about this............
Rod Densmore
In this session, participants will look at how alcohol can impact genetics, how genetics play a role in FASD, as
well as the impact male genetics has in relation to FASD. Further, Rod will help participants with an under-
standing of sensory dysregulation and look at the impact genetics can have on an individual’s sensory process-
ing abilities.

Transition to Adulthood: For Who? To What?
Jan Lutke

Everyone talks about the need to “transition” individuals with FASD into “adulthood”. If only it were that
simple! Since individuals with FASD will be adults far longer than they are children, figuring out what transi-
tion is all about is essential. However, few of us—parents, professional or systems—seem to know what it
really means, what it looks like, how you might do what you can do, who you are doing it for, or why. Learn-
ing how to put the pieces together where you can, how to deal with what cannot be done and how to set differ-
ent boundaries can maintain the relationship between parent, adult child and systems and maximize the func-
tion of everyone involved.

Strategies: Putting First Things First—What’s Really Doable

from a Practical Standpoint?
Jan Lutke
Under even the best of circumstances, parenting or working with individuals with FASD can be time consum-
ing, labour intensive and stressful. We are faced with a multitude of suggestions, tips, strategies, ideas, tech-
niques and alternate ways to do everything that can be overwhelming and feels—and frequently is—
unworkable. Where do we start? How does a parent or professional know what can be done in a family, a
classroom, a program? What is enough? When is it enough? Who decides? Thinking things through with
honesty and understanding prior to developing or implementing “strategies” can make all the difference in the
world to setting things up for success.



Workshop Descriptions

FASD and Secondary Disabilities
Dr Bruce Pipher, Tammy Gilmour, M.Ed., Lorry-Ann Austin, M.S.W. (cand), R.S.W.

The Interior Health Children’s Assessment Network (IHCAN) provides inter-disciplinary assessments for chil-
dren and youth with complex developmental behavioural conditions, including FASD. This presentation will
focus on identifying what are known as the “secondary disabilities” of FASD — those that occur as a result of
the primary disability. Discussions, strategies and treatment options will be discussed recognizing children
and youth with FASD may experience some or all of the following: increased vulnerability and trauma, men-
tal health problems, disrupted school experiences, addictions, sexualized behaviour challenges and difficulties
with the law, independence and employment.
