Course Description (3 Day Course):





Day 1


The focus of the first day is on determining or establishing conceptual congruence, shared understanding of the neurobehavioural framework.  This would entail a brief review of FASD as brain-based physical conditions with behavioural symptoms, an exploration of overlapping DSM diagnoses, the limits of these and potential challenges associated with assignment of multiple DSM diagnoses (which happens in many places.)  During day 1 we will develop a case study and use this to explore the idea of "fit" between person and technique.





Day 2


Day one was foundation, day two is application.  This is where practice/ parenting / teaching techniques are considered for their fit.  This is also where people explore more in-depth how people with FASD have a physical disability; and what things around them need to change.  Question formulation shifts from, "How do I get Johnny to sit still?" to "Who is Johnny?" What are his strengths?  How does he learn best?  The questions support person-specific application, accommodations and "thinking outside of the box."





Day 3


Context:  Barriers--personal, professional, historical, cultural, systemic: their resolution, and planning for sustained implementation.  What obstacles have people encountered in their work?  Is there discomfort associated with talking with birth moms or children about FASD?  What are some of the sources of the discomfort and, more importantly, what are specific steps to take to overcome or resolve the discomfort?  This discussion is particularly important at this point in the evolution of the field since people are in very different places developmentally re shifting from a behavioural to a brain-based way of thinking and applying understanding.

Diane Malbin, MSW, is Director of FASCETS, Inc., a nonprofit organization, who also provides consultation, education, program and community development services related to FASD nationally and internationally.  She was principal investigator for a successful FASD interventive study and is currently working as consultant on various public and private FASD initiatives in Canada and the US.  The Oregon chapter of the National Association of Social Workers named Ms. Malbin Social Worker of the Year, 2005, and she is in the NOFAS Hall of Fame for her work in the field of FASD.  In addition to her professional work, Ms. Malbin is parent of two daughters with FASD.
