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Introduction:

Each district has different needs, priorities and levels of readiness in relation to supporting educators of students with FASD.  There is no “generic” POPFASD District Partner job description, and the role and responsibilities of the POPFASD District Partner vary in each district.  Most POPFASD District Partners do not receive additional or designated time for this assignment.

Possible roles and responsibilities:

1. Teaching and supporting educators:


Build a foundation of understanding FASD…


•  organize in-services


•  provide resources, ideas, inspiration and validation


•  order resources for your district


•  provide tools (e.g. LEIC, POPFASD website)


•  provide review, follow-up and ongoing supports


•  use assessment information, the Ministry planning form, the POPFASD LEIC


   planning tool with the student’s planning team to develop the IEP 


•  validate and support your educators


•  encourage educators to participate in training about FASD


•  share monthly POPFASD email news.

2.  Ensuring that students whose learning and behaviour are significantly impacted by FASD

     receive appropriate services:
•  if appropriate, refer to the SET-BC district partner for support services

•  assist in developing the IEP

•  make a plan to build district and regional capacity.

3.  Enhancing cross-ministry understanding:


•  clarify your district’s relationship with Ministries of Health and MCFD



•  determine who liaises with the MCFD Key Worker/Parent Support



   Services



•  determine who liaises with the CDBC Assessment Network


•  facilitate information exchange with other Ministries


•  get involved with community agencies who provide services and supports for students with


   FASD


•  invite other agencies to participate in workshops


•  encourage educators to get involved with local FASD initiatives


•  share information about local/regional/provincialworkshops and trainings.

4.  Building provincial understanding:


•  share information with POPFASD


•  share “what is working in your district” with POPFASD


•  develop tools and resources for feedback and sharing with other District Partners

•  work with District Partners from other districts.

5.  Increasing district capacity:


• inform your colleagues about POPFASD


• provide POPFASD brochures


• link the POPFASD website on your school district website


• organize a workshop on FASD and/or on the topic of the website.

6.  Building/enhancing regional geo-cluster capacity:


•  apply for a geo-cluster building capacity grant


•  share resources within your geo-cluster 


•  identify local resource personnel in your region


•  plan regional conferences.
